	CATALOG DESCRIPTION

	Veterinary Portfolio: Veterinary Anesthesia and Surgical Assisting is an advanced level course specifically designed to instruct students in the performance of the required hands-on clinical tasks for veterinary anesthesia and technical surgical assistance. Students will be required to produce and submit a video on specific and required veterinary surgical assistance and perianesthetic tasks. The video is requirement for all veterinary technology program students based on AVMA/CVTEA accreditation criteria.

	Student must have clinical site and preceptor approved.

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Course Learning Outcomes:
1. The student will demonstrate and operate anesthetic delivery and monitoring equipment and be able to prepare an anesthesia machine.

2. The student will demonstrate and operate anesthetic delivery and monitoring equipment and demonstrate preanesthetic preparation of patients.

3. The student will demonstrate and operate anesthetic delivery and monitoring equipment and prepare equipment and supplies prior to anesthetic induction.

4. The student will administer anesthetic-related drugs by injection, mask, induction chamber or endotracheal tube and demonstrate a rapid sequence induction of anesthesia.

5. The student will utilize clinical signs and appropriate equipment to monitor patient status in all stages of anesthetic procedures.
6. The student will monitor anesthesia using an appropriate anesthetic chart.
7. The student will prepare major surgical sites using aseptic techniques.
8. The student will position patients for common surgical procedures.
9. The student will demonstrate proper operating room conduct and asepsis while performing surgical scrubbing.
10. The student will demonstrate surgical gowning.
11. The student will demonstrate closed surgical gloving.
12. The student will set up a sterile surgical pack.
13. The student will prepare a surgical gown for sterile personnel.
14. The student will set up sterile surgical gloves.
15. The student will prepare surgical gowns, masks, gloves, and drapes.
16. The student will perform post-surgical cleanup of surgical instruments.
17. The student will assemble and wrap a major surgical pack.
18. The student will sterilize instruments and supplies using appropriate methods.
19. The student will keep operative records.
20. The student will perform suture or surgical staple removal.
