Internships and fieldwork comprise a significant portion of the students’ work in this Geographic Information Systems 
course (GIS). This course provides the opportunity to interact with a municipal, industrial, or service organization. 
Emphasis is placed on defining a question, gathering and analyzing pertinent data, and drawing conclusions leading to 
question resolution. Upon completion, students should be able to demonstrate their command of GIS/GPS applications 
for problem solving.
