CATALOG DESCRIPTION 
Theory course covering the foundational concepts of paramedicine as a profession.  Reviews concepts form the EMT 
curriculum.  Emphasizes how the paramedic operates as an integral part of the health care system.  Course topics 
include roles of the paramedic, injury prevention, integration with public health, ethics, research, and emotional and 
social intelligence.  A high-level review of anatomy and physiology is also included.
