CATALOG DESCRIPTION

Refresher course in the study of advanced care of patients suffering cardiac emergencies. Course follows the ACLS
curriculum of the American Heart Association. Students should have a strong understanding of cardiac rhythm
interpretation. Upon successful completion, course participants receive an ACLS certificate from the American Heart
Association. Course has required pre-course work that must be turned in on the first day of the course to be admitted.
Prerequisites: Current AHA ACLS, as well as, AHA Basic Life Support or comparable healthcare provider CPR certification.
