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HITP-160 PHARMACOLOGY & LAB PROCEDURES 3 CREDITS  

SYLLABUS 

CATALOG DESCRIPTION 
This course is designed specifically for allied health majors to enable them to obtain a basic knowledge and 
understanding of clinical and diagnostic laboratory tests as performed in the acute care setting and the basics of 
pharmacology. Learners will identify the classification, uses and action of the most commonly prescribed drugs for 
conditions affecting each body system. Information is presented using appropriate medical and health terminology so 
that students at all levels continue to be exposed to the language of the healthcare environment.
