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SYLLABUS

CATALOG DESCRIPTION

Intended for students with no previous exposure to French, this course develops basic listening, speaking, reading, and
writing skills aiming toward the ACTFL novice-high level. This is an introductory course designed to teach the student to
communicate in French in everyday situations and to develop an understanding of French and Francophone cultures
through the identification of cultural products and practices, of cultural perspectives, and the ability to function at a
survival level in an authentic cultural content. This course will also develop the student’s sense of personal and social
responsibility through the identification of social issues

Study the structure of the target language; compare it with English, and, thus, develop an appreciation
for basic grammatical concepts.

Increase intercultural awareness by exploring communities in the French-speaking world and develop
critical thinking skills by making analytical cross-cultural comparisons.

SPECIFIC EXPECTED LEARNING OUTCOMES

1. Communicative Strategies
You will be able to communicate in French with a basic degree of fluency in real-life situations in the following
contexts:

a) Greet people, introduce yourself, share basic personal information, your age, where you are from,
discuss your classes, where you live, what you do, what you need, want, and will do, your likes and
dislikes, the weather, your pastimes and leisure activities during each season.

b) Use numbers to express quantities, tell time, days, months

c) Name, locate, and describe things and places in a classroom, university, and city.

d) Talk about colors, clothes, and shopping.

e) Describe yourself, members of immediate and extended family, and other people (personality and
physical descriptions).

f) Talk about what you eat for breakfast, lunch, and dinner.

g) Use question words and ask questions about everything you can express.

2. Grammar
Compare structures of the target language with English, and, thus, develop an appreciation for basic
grammatical concepts. You will:

a) Use, combine, and integrate the following structures into meaningful sentences: Articles, nouns,
pronouns, adjectives. Present tense of étre, aller, avoir, faire, regular, irregular, and stem-changing
verbs. Descriptive, demonstrative, and possessive adjectives.

b) Direct object nouns and pronouns

c) Compare cognates, word order, syntactical functions, and verb conjugations.

d) Use formal and informal language.

3. Intercultural Awareness

a) Increase intercultural awareness and understanding by exploring communities in the French-speaking
world and develop critical thinking skills by making analytical cross-cultural comparisons and
connections between beliefs, behaviors, and cultural artifacts.

b) Be introduced to works of art and artists of French countries.

c) Use formal and informal language in the appropriate situation.
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
