Students will do the following activities:

You can take this quiz 3 times, so if you don't get full points the first time, review the Course
Guide and SJC Academic Honesty Policy and try again! No late attempts will be allowed.

. Read the chapters in the book before attempting the online portion of the course; complete the

exercises within the textbook. Check your work! The answers for the exercises in the textbook
can be found online in CANVAS. You will NOT submit this work for a grade. It is for your benefit
to help you learn the material.

4. Create an account in MindTap using the Access Key referred to in the Required Textbook section

of this document. While most of the content in MindTap is for practice, the Apply It activities and
Pronounce Quizzes ARE required for a grade.

5. Complete the MindTap Apply It Assignments and Pronounce Quizzes online. You are allowed to

complete each assignment twice, with the higher score counting towards your final grade. Late
MindTap activities will receive a reduction in credit of 10% per day. There are other resources and
exercises available in MindTap. We encourage you to complete them as they will help the
learning process. Please note that these other resources will be graded in MindTap to show your



progress, but they are not graded in CANVAS. The MindTap Apply It Assignments and
Pronounce Quizzes DO count for a grade in CANVAS.

. Complete the chapter quizzes and exams online in CANVAS. You are allowed to take each quiz
and exam twice, with the higher score counting towards your final grade. Late quizzes and
exams will receive a reduction in credit of 10% per day. Do your best to complete the chapter
quizzes and exams as they are assigned each week. DO NOT USE YOUR BOOKS WHEN YOU ARE
TAKING QUIZZES OR EXAMS. Test yourself to see what you learned. Using your book while you
are testing makes you dependent on the book; you learn how to look stuff up, not the material. If
you become dependent on the book, you won't do well on the midterm or the finall You must
complete all chapter quizzes and exams before you can take the final exam.

. Participate in the required Discussion Assignments. You will need to post to the discussion
forum before seeing other students responses. You are required to reply to at least one other
student to help them come up with solutions for the problems they share. Please review the
Discussion Rubric for posting guidelines. Please note that the Discussion assignments have
strict deadlines. Your initial post is always due on Wednesday, responses are due by Sunday. No
late discussion posting will be accepted for credit. Your lowest discussion score will be dropped.

. Complete a proctored Midterm Exam utilizing SmarterProctoring. The midterm exam will cover
content from chapters 1-7. You are on your honor to not use your textbook nor any course
materials when taking this exam. (NOTE: Face-to-face sections will be proctored by the
instructor.)

. Complete a proctored Final Exam utilizing SmarterProctoring. The final exam will cover content
from chapters 1-15. You are on your honor to not use your textbook nor any course materials
when taking this exam. Proctored exams must be completed by their assigned due dates. No
late proctored exams will be accepted for credit. (NOTE: Face-to-face sections will be proctored
by the instructor.)

Note: Proctored Exams cannot be completed on a tablet or phone. They must be completed on a
laptop or desktop computer. No resources (notes, books, etc.) are allowed during exam.

Proctored Exams:

There are two proctored exams for this course - the Midterm and Final Exam. SJC uses
SmarterProctoring to facilitate the scheduling of proctored exams. You will see a link to
SmarterProctoring in your course in CANVAS. (NOTE: Face-to-face sections will be proctored by the
instructor.)

There are three options you may choose from when deciding how your exam is proctored:

1. In person testing at the SJC Testing Center *This option is covered by the Online Course Fee.
When scheduling, you should select “In-Person” then “San Juan College Testing Center”.



2. Virtual Test Center (at home) with the SJC Testing Center proctors. (Note: a webcam is required)
*This option is covered by the Online Course Fee. When scheduling, you should select “San Juan
College Virtual Test Center” then “Schedule a Hybrid Session”.

3. Approved Testing Centers or Proctors- SmarterProctoring has a list of testing centers and
individuals who are approved as proctors. Dual-credit students should check this list to see if
any of their school officials are approved. *This option is covered by the Online Course Fee,
except students will be responsible for any fees charged by testing centers outside of
Farmington

A few things to keep in mind:

ALL students must schedule through SmarterProctoring to take their exams, whether using the SJC
Testing Center, the Virtual Test Center, or other approved testing center/proctor.

All students must present photo identification in order to take the exam. We have had issues in the
past with dual-credit students who do not have an ID. A school ID with your picture on it will be
accepted. If you currently do not have a picture ID, please obtain one before you try to schedule your
exam.

Students are responsible for paying any fees associated with completing any proctored exam.

If using the Virtual Test Center (at home), it is the student’s responsibility to arrange a suitable location
in which to take the exam. Public libraries are usually not acceptable as you need to be in a room by
yourself. If you are taking the exam at home, make sure you are able to be in a room by yourself with
no interruptions during the exam.

The Midterm and Final exams must be completed during the dates listed on the Course Schedule.

Other Classroom Policies and Expectations

Read all announcements in CANVAS and check your CANVAS Inbox and SJC student email regularly.
ASK QUESTIONS. We are here to help! Reserve time to work on the course, 9-12 hours a week minimum.
Brush up on your time management skills!

All coursework (assignments, discussions, etc.) must be submitted through Canvas. No handwritten
work will be accepted under any circumstances. Assignments must be typed in Microsoft Word. If the
assignment is in the form of an essay or a research paper, proper documentation using APA style
should be followed. Plagiarism will not be tolerated.

All work should be submitted on time. Late work is subject to a reduction in credit. Incompletes will only
be granted under extreme circumstances. What constitutes an extreme circumstance will be under the
discretion of your instructor.



If work is submitted late, the following method will be used for grading: A 10% grade penalty will be
assessed for work up to twenty-four hours late; an additional 10% will be assessed for each additional
day the work is late up to one week (7 days). No work will be accepted after one week.

Late discussion posts will not receive credit. However, your lowest discussion score will be dropped.

Midterm and Final Exams must be completed by the due dates. No extensions will be given. Late
Midterm and Final Exams will not be accepted for credit.

Your instructor may decide in the case of a legitimately extenuating circumstance to waive the late
penalty; if not, the penalty will be enforced as described. In no circumstances may work be submitted
after the last day of the semester unless an incomplete grade has been requested and granted
beforehand.

Final grades are calculated based on the following...

To determine final grades, students will submit the following types of assignments in Canvas. Below is
a summary of all graded work and how they contribute to the final course grade. Letter grades are
awarded by reviewing the final overall percentage: A = 92% or above, B = 84-91%, C = 76-83%, D = 68-
75%, F = 67% and below.
