The Auto Body program is designed to simulate a progressive shop environment. All aspects of the
student technicians performance is taken into consideration when formulating a grade. The grading
system is as follows:

Written and/or Lab exam administered at the conclusion of every Auto Body Section. The END of
PROGRAM EXAM(s) through I-CAR will also be factored in to every students Final Grade. 

30% Lab Work

Lab work and performance will be assessed using a 5 point system. Five would indicate that the
student can complete the task using industry standards, without supervision in real time. The mark of
zero would indicate that the student had no exposure to the subject material. The industry consists of
a vast amount of information and skill areas. Our goal is to prepare technicians to a level of mastery of
the basic skills needed to perform in a collision repair facility. Also to provide students with an overall
exposure and understanding of all things related to auto body. A performance evaluation task list will
be used as a tool to track individual students understanding of the concepts within the collision repair
industry. These task lists are created based on ASE and I-CAR standards and evolve with the
advancements of the industry’s technology.
