Course Information

Catalog description: Designed for students with little exposure to Spanish, this course develops basic
listening, speaking, reading, and writing skills and basic intercultural competence in interpretive,
interpersonal and presentational modes of communication at the Novice Level of proficiency based on
ACTFL guidelines. During this course, students perform better and stronger in the Novice Mid-level
while some abilities emerge in the Novice High range. This is an introductory course aimed at helping
the student to communicate in Spanish in everyday familiar situations via recognition and production
of practiced or memorized words, phrases, and simple sentences.

Section-specific Course Description:

Course Level Objectives

1. Students can communicate on very familiar topics using a variety of words and phrases that they
have practiced and memorized.

2. Students can present information about myself and some other very familiar topics using a variety
of words, phrases, and memorized expressions.

3. Students can write short messages and notes on familiar topics related to everyday life.
4. Students can often understand words, phrases, and simple sentences related to everyday life.

5. Students can recognize pieces of information and sometimes understand the main topic of what is
being said.



6. Students can understand familiar words, phrases, and sentences within short and simple texts
related to everyday life.

7. Students can sometimes understand the main idea of what they have read.

Course Requirements

Students will do the following activities:

» Homework: A list of weekly assignments are posted on CANVAS.

o Prepare for each class session by going over the grammar presentations and vocabulary to be
covered in class and complete the assignments in MindTap.

» Write, study, listen to and practice your pronunciation saying the lesson's vocabulary in
MindTap.

» Listen to grammar presentations and write a grammar summary with charts, examples, and
sentences for each lesson.

» Study the grammar presentations on Canvas and do all the assignments in MindTap for each
presentation before coming to class.

» Write journal entries for each topic or lesson covered.
o Complete the practice activities in MindTap.
o Complete the Oral assignments with the tutor.

» Takea chaptertest in Canvas at the end of each chapter.
1. Journals:

« Throughout the semester, you will write journal entries in Spanish that will include the topics,
vocabulary, and grammar that are covered in each lesson. The instructions for the journals are
available on Canvas. The journals should be typed using a 12 point font and be double-spaced.

» You willhave a total of 6 journals.

» Thesejournals will help you prepare for your final essay and presentation.
2. Oral Practice:

o Oral Assignments with the tutor:

o Specific oral assignments will be given to practice Spanish with the tutor in an online
platform. An oral assignment summary must be turned in upon completion.

o Anoralassignment consists of having a conversation in Spanish with the tutor.

o Make an appointment with the tutor soon after the oral assignment has been assigned to
prevent overcrowding the tutor before the assignment's due date.



o Look over your Oral Assignment before you meeting the tutor.

o Prepare the questions you are going to ask the tutor. Practice and have a rough draft
before you meet with the tutor. The tutor is available to guide you and help you
understand the lessons and assignments.

o You will write a summary of your conversation with the tutor in an essay format in first
and third person. Include a brief description of what you talked about with the tutor. You
will share similarities and differences. You are not going to write a dialogue.

o Your summary must be typed in Spanish and it should be written in an organized manner
and double spaced. | will not accept incomplete homework.

» Vocabulary Practice:

o You will practice saying the words on the vocabulary lists for each section of each lesson
in MindTap.

o Gotothevocabulary link on the weekly homework. This link will take you to Quizlet where
you can find the vocabulary list for you to practice.

o Gotothe pronunciation module on MindTap and click on the vocabulary practice for the
day.
3. MindTap:

» Specific assignments will be assigned each week in MindTap for you to practice the vocabulary
and grammar concepts. These assignments do not show on your Canvas “To do list”.

» You must complete the Learn it! MindTap activities before you come to class. It is recommended
you do these assignments after you watched the grammar tutorial videos in the weekly
homework on Canvas.

» Other activities on MindTap need to be completed after class. These activities will help you
reinforce the the skills and content covered in class.

» You haveto access them through the Cengage link found in the Modules of your Spanish course
in Canvas.

4 Tests:

» After every chapter you will have to take a timed test in Canvas, in which you are going to apply
the topics, vocabulary, and grammar concepts you learned.

o Alltests must be taken individually without using notes or online translators. Canvas monitors
your progress in the test and red flags every time a student looks at a different website.

« [tiscrucial to study before taking the test because you only have one attempt to complete it.

» Onthetestsyou will use Spanish to apply the topics, vocabulary, and grammar concepts you
learned in each lesson.



» Students will NOT be able to take a test AFTER the closing date in Canvas.
5. Mid-Term and Final Presentations:

« Atthe mid semester, you will have a mid-term that consists of a written essay and a recording of
yourself reading your essay. This Midterm will be timed.

» Attheend of the semester, you are expected to write an essay and create a presentation to
share with the class on the day of the final.

Note: For online classes, students are required to complete Oral discussion boards and record
themselves having a conversation with a partner with the purpose of practicing their oral and listening
skills.

Other Classroom Policies and Expectations

2. Please refrain from using Online translators to translate entire sentences and/or paragraphs. One of
the goals of this course is for you to learn how to express yourself in Spanish. Online translators are
not always accurate and will not help you achieve your learning goals in this class. Using an Online
translator is a form of plagiarism as it is not your work. If | recognize the use of an Online translator for
an assignment you will receive a zero.

3. Late assignments turned in up to two days after the due date will be graded on 90% if you have
made prior arrangements with me; if you have not, you will receive a zero. | will not accept assignments
after two days pass their due date.

4. 1f you miss a test, you have two days from the date of the test to make it up. You must communicate
with me and make arrangement to make up the test.



5. Please keep your cell phone on mute. If you forget to turn off your cell phone, please do not take the
call during class; turn it off immediately. Cell phones in the classroom are disruptive to me as well as
your classmates. Absolutely no texting during class!

6. Please respect me and your classmates by following these guidelines. If it becomes an issue, it will
affect your participation grade.

Canvas Participation and Expectations

A list of your weekly assignments will be posted on Canvas. You are expected to log into Canvas every
day after class to check and do your homework.

Homework assignments are due at the beginning of class on the assigned due date. If you do not
understand your homework, talk to me before it is due so that you always come to class prepared.

Use Canvas email to communicate with me and your classmates. Check your Canvas email daily.

Participation and Attendance Policy

» Daily attendance and active class participation through Zoom.us are necessary and mandatory
for improving your communication skills and your understanding of the language.



Active participation is very important in a synchronous Spanish course. Participation is evident
in your willingness to be actively involved, turning in assignments, emails to the instructor,
checking your grade on a weekly basis, checking your assignments daily, and participating with
other classmates.

In addition to active participation, you need to do the following:
o Check Canvas daily and on a frequent basis.
o Start early and allocate enough time to complete the assignments.
o Complete all vocabulary practices, journals, and assigned activities in MindTap on time.
o Participatein class discussions.
o Follow instructions, guidelines and advice for completing assignments

Itis important to log into Canvas frequently to check for homework and emails. You must have
good communication with your instructor.

Communicate with me about any problems related to the course and your ability to complete
the assignments and understand the material. If a problem arises, email or call me as soon as
possible - do not wait until the assignment is due. Please use CANVAS email to communicate

with me. Keep in touch and ask for help.

Numerous absences prevent you from learning core objectives to the class

Punctuality is expected. Coming late to class disrupts your instructor, classmates and
everyone's learning. We will frequently be working in groups and your tardiness will affect the
group's assigned work.Come to class on time and be prepared. No matter what the reason for
the tardiness or absence, failure to attend class always results in missed opportunities to hear
and speak Spanish.

Daily class activities receive a "Participation’ grade that cannot be made up. Absences will affect
your grade. In case of absence, it is your responsibility to communicate with me. You are
required to go on Canvas and see what assignments need to be completed.

If you are absent, the required assignments are still due on the designated due date.

Please do not ask me to make exceptions for you as it is not fair to the rest of the class.
