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. Test and inspect brake components for leakage, wear and proper operation.

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. Remove and replace master cylinder.
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. Remove and replace a hydraulic power boost unit.
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. Test an anti-lock brake system using manufacturers’ approved processes.
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. Measure rotor parallelism.
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. Measure rotor run-out.
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. Torque wheel lug nuts to service manual specification.
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. Check and service brake fluid level utilizing the manufacturers’ recommended process.
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
