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PHOT-150 BASIC PHOTOGRAPHY 3 CREDITS
SYLLABUS
CATALOG DESCRIPTION

This beginning black and white photography course is designed to stimulate an interest in and further the
understanding of photographic techniques and principles. The students will learn camera and lens operation, types
of black and white film, proper film exposure, film processing, composition, lighting techniques, and basic
printmaking. Students will be exposed to photography for self-expression and learn to analyze photographic
images. An introduction to the history of photography will enable students to understand image creation and use
in art and in culture.
